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As with June, Rainfall is the biggest variable in determining rounds played but Temperatures also heavily impact rounds played, specifically HOT 
temperatures will heavily decrease rounds and could cause greens to dry up.  This will be especially important in the PacificNorthwest, as Portland and 
Seattle were well into the triple digits, and Phoenix which AVERAGED more than 98F.  Afternoon rounds played drop drastically when temperatures are 
this high.   A bright spot in the country may end up being the Southeast where temperatures were the coolest in 16+ years andrainfall was slightly down 
from LY.

ÅPacific has near perfect temperature pattern 

for an increase in rounds played.  Palm Springs, 

Sacramento were cooler while Seattle and 

Portland were warmer.  All these areas saw 

positive rounds played.

ÅNortheast rounds played were hit hard by the 

number of cool rainy days.  Philadelphia saw 

15+ days of measurable rain and New York City 

saw an impressive 20 days of measurable 

rainfall.

ÅScattered rainfall was seen in the Midwest as 

Chicago(-11.1%) observed the wettest June in 

15 years while Milwaukee (+10.3%, 90 miles 

away) rainfall was down 56%.
