AMarch 2010 Was the warmest and driest
March in 3 years.

AAreas that are currently in their off season
benefitted the most while courses in the South
were hurt by very wet and cool conditions. Due
to the volume in the south, it had a negative
impact on the national numbers.

Aln the Northeast it was the warmest March
since 2000, in areas that stayed dry this had an
extremely positive impact.

Maine, New Hampshire, and Vermont had a
more than 50% increase in rounds played due
to the warm weather.

Due to some very warm year over year conditions, as well as the Easter holiday, April looks like it could be a vema@ukifiserounds played. Both
the week before and the week of Easter were VERY warm compared to the previous year, in fact, it was the second warmediFgstes. The great
start continued through much of the month. Severe weather was also well below typical conditions which could have bemgfe=din the Plains and
Southeast. Expect rounds played numbers to be above 5% for the Nation with the pacific being the possible negative region.
