Alt was the warmest November in 8 years for
the country as a whole and the least snowy in
17+ years helping golf courses record a +15.8%
increase in rounds played.

ASan Antonio, TX recorded the coldest
November in 7 years and also the wettest
November in 5 years resulting in rounds played
to be down 9%.

AcCleveland, OH observed the driest November
in 17+ years and the warmest in 7 years. It was
also less snowy giving courses in the area a
+106% increase in rounds.

Any excitement over the warm November was squashed as December was very snowy and quite cool. It was the coolest D8garalstie second
snowiest in 17+, and the wettest in 17+. All three of these point to a very negative month. There was warmth felt pettogest plains but that
warmth will be over shadowed by the amount of snow that fell. Two separate blizzards effected the North Central staemotital strong storm hit
the east coast. Round volume is likely low this tie of year anyways in those regions but the cool/ wet weather also iRipatdaed exas, and the rest of
the gulf coast.
