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Rain fell hard in October for most of the nation in October, in fact it was the wettest October in 16+ years by almost 200 inches.  This was WITHOUT a land 
falling tropical system!  Areas hit the hardest were East of the Mississippi and along the West Coast.  Snowfall was a big story in the Rocky Mountain region 
as some locations on the Colorado front range measured 20+ inches of snow.  There was some good news though, Florida was drier than last year and 
should see some gains in the number of rounds played.  Overall, expect national numbers to be down significantly for the month.

ÅDrier conditions in the Northeast and Mid-

Atlantic allowed for double digit gains in many 

areas (Boston +15.5%, rain down 53%)

ÅWarm and dry weather in the Northern 

Rockies and Minnesota allowed for very large 

gains in those areas closing out the golf season.

ÅAtlanta and Birmingham were inundated with 

rainfall bringing an almost 20% decrease in 

rounds played for Atlanta and a 21.1% decrease 

in Birmingham.  

ÅHouston experienced the complete opposite 

weather with rainfall down 67% and rounds 

played up an astounding 28.4%.  Houston has 

had a good year with rounds up 3.5%.
